* Must submit copy of GED, high school or higher education
diploma or transcript.

Must have a minimum 2 years recovery from lived-
experience in substance use and/or co-occurring mental
health disorders (self-attested).

Must have a minimum of 200 hours of direct practice
(volunteer/paid) in a peer-recovery support environment
(supervisor-attested).

Must submit a signed statement adhering to NAADAC
NCPRSS Code of Ethics.

Must submit two references, at least one of which must be
professional.

Must provide evidence of earning 60 contact and training
hours (CEs) of peer recovery-focused education and
training.

+ At least 50% of all training hours must be face-to-face.

60 Contact and Training Hours Include:

48 hours of peer recovery-focused education/training

+ 30 hour CCAR.
